3. While the surface is still wet, wipe with a clean cloth 
or towel until the surface is dry.

4. Allow to cure at room temperature for a minimum 
of 15 minutes.  

5. Apply a second coat of NANO RELEASE. While 
the surface is still wet, use a second towel or cloth and 
continue wiping the surface until it is dry.

6. After 30 minutes, any surface imperfections can be removed 
using a clean, dry towel or cloth and the mold is ready for use.
